Immediately on the next day of the last paper of my 6th semester exam, mom, dad and I left for
Chandigarh. We had already booked an Etios and had talked to its driver, Swaran bhaiya, who was going to
be our companion for the upcoming 10 days road expedition.

The next day, we started our actual journey, early in the morning, towards Kalpa, our first destination.
As we paced towards Himachal Pradesh, leaving behind the fields of Punjab, the lush green mountains and
winding roads gracefully welcomed us! We took a halt at Rampur Bushahr, a small town situated on the
banks of river Satluj. We reached Kalpa by afternoon on the next day.

Kalpa; the beautiful, serene village situated in the womb of the Kinnaur-Kailash mountain ranges, is
known for its delish apples. The temperature there was around 2-3°C even in the month of May.

The succeeding day, we reached Sangla via Reckong Peo. The road was not in a very good condition
due to frequent landslides. Sangla is a town situated on the banks of river Baspa. From Sangla we headed
towards Chitkul, a small village around 24 kms ahead of Sangla. Drizzling rain made the atmosphere in
Chitkul even colder. The Tibet border is just 250 kms ahead of Chitkul.

The mizzly rain, swift river flow, green & white mountains, chirpy birds with a cup of hot tea; created
aworthwhile moment to be stored in our hearts forever.

Our next stop was the town named Sarahan Bushahr. This place has received great importance due to
the ancient temple of Goddess Bhimakali. The temple building is a three-storeyed wooden structure having
baroque carvings. Excellent accommodation facility is available in the temple guest house itself. A bird
sanctuary is also located in the town. Though it is kept closed in the months of April-July, we spotted
various colourful birds while strolling on the streets. We also visited the ancestral bungalow of the Chief
Minister of Himachal Pradesh there.

The other day we started towards Manali via Jalori Pass. Jalori Pass is considered as one of the
dangerous roads in the country having a height of about 10800 feet. Along with the great elevation, the
roads were very poor. That night, we halted in a village named Dawara, near Manali.

The next day was full of excitement as we were going to cross Rohtang Pass and reach Keylong.
Keylong is a peaceful town situated in the Spiti valley. On the succeeding day, we went to see the main
attractions of our trip; Suraj Taal, Deepak Taal and Baralacha La. The water in Deepak Taal was so clear that
the entire surrounding mountains reflected in it creating a picturesque view. The water in Suraj Taal was
still mostly frozen. 8-10 feet high snow was present on the either sides of the road leading towards
Baralacha La. There was snow all around us. It was a completely mesmerizing experience.

The tiny water streams flowing on the
roads had turned into heavy flows due to the increased temperature. Driving the car through those narrow
watery roads was a big challenge! We returned back to Manali from Keylong, the consequent day.

We had done visiting our important destinations and still had 2-3 days in hands. We utilized this
time by trekking and strolling in the Manikaran and Kasol areas, before coming back to Chandigarh. We
even visited some local tourist attractions, such as Rock Garden, Sukhna Lake, Chhatbir Zoo and
Mansadevi Temple, located in and around Chandigarh.

The same day, we boarded the train to Akola, leaving back the mountains, rivers and Aloo Parathas
but carrying memories of an awesome odyssey and many Punjabi songs!!

How does poetry blossom? Does it need specific environments?

The qualities needed for poetry are present in the blood of poet. They are present from childhood.
Those qualities begin to appear and give a positive environment that gives them the benefit of these
qualities. I was born in a village, a farmer's family. I have done farm work from excavation. So I looked
closely at rural nature. [ was aware of the nature of rural. My poetry was full of it. When I was in school, I
could write poetry. | was inspired to read the poems in the textbook and write the poems.When I was in
school he wrote the first poem in the manuscript magazine.

What about your first poetry collection?

The first poem was patriotic poem. The year was 1962. That year India was attacked by China. It
was called patriotic songs in patriotic environments at that time, [ remembered.
What about your life journey?

While undergoing education, the situation at home was poor. So I decided to leave the village. 1
came to Jalgaon, gota job in a daily newspaper. With a job,  had done B. A., B .Ed. became a teacher a lot of
poems were written during this period. My poetry was published from the magazine. I got good response. |
was selected in the Granthali publication. The ‘Kavita Dashakachi’ was published. Then my life got a turn.

Along with the elders I wrote this
poem for the kids. Children were giving very good response.

What is the difference between poetry before 35 years and now in Marathi?

Earlier poet was very interested in poetry. There are many prominent poets, who are my friends.
Nowadays, in the poems, however, there is a shallow feeling.

What s the position or acceptance of present poetry at the present time?

Poets have a very good effect on society. A reader has turned away from suicide due to poetry. This
is the achievement of poetry. Poet has great power.

Young people should read poems, this should be done. They will be a good reader.

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Bitcoin - The Decentralized Digital Currency

The 'demon’ in India that wrote a history favoring the common and making the rich cry, introduced several
digital methods of payments. Sudden demonetisation announced by the Modi government to stop the
stream of illegal and black money was all appreciated by the common man. The very illiterates faced the
problem of money transactions through digital means though the government through its apt measures,
appeals and awareness movements pulled the new and needy out of the probable mess. This very decision
brought into market the better means of digital payments that include mobile wallets, internet banking,
micro ATM's, etc. Bitcoin is one such name that provides a decentralized digital currency exchange. The
transactions occur peer- to- peer also abbreviated as P2P transactions without an intermediary. Technically
the P2P transactions use a distributed database in which not all storage devices are attached to a common
processor. Because they store data across multiple computers, this help improve the performance at the end
user websites. A public ledger called the blockchain, records bitcoin transactions. The payment is of the
type that the payer X sends Y bitcoins(amount) to the payee Z. The creation of a new group of accepted
transactions, a block is created, added to the blockchain and quickly published to the nodes, allows the
software to determine when a particular bitcoin amount is spent which is necessary to prevent double
spending. The use of multiple inputs corresponds to multiple coins in a cash transaction. This may also have
a number of outputs allowing one to make multiple payments in one go. Also known as cryptocurrency, it
provides bitcoin(amount) that is to be paid from a person to person or one to many. These bitcoins are to be
purchased investing in them and are then used for transactions. The companies that sell bitcoin in India
include names such as Unocoin, Zebpay, etc. Every user's bitcoin is stored in a program called the digital
wallet which also holds each address the user sends and receives bitcoin from, as well as the private key,
known only to the user and that cannot be accessed by an outsider. As an advantage, bitcoin can be
exchanged for other currencies, products and services in legal markets but the disadvantage lies in the use
of bitcoin in "black" markets. Though easy and user friendly as in case of making payments one to one, the
threat of black money exchange increases as there is no centralized power to keep a watch on number of
bitcoins (amount) that are exchanged between the two parties. This probably is the reason why the Reserve
Bank of India has banned bitcoin in India. The cashless motto though is well satisfied by this method it also
gives a crack to the basic idea of demolishing the increasing black currency in India. Bitcoin thus is termed
illegal and the cyber police are swift at their actions to stop the use and promotion of bitcoin in India. As
every coin has two sides, the fast and effective service of the software lies on the positive side of the coin
tossed in favour of using bitcoin and that the black exchange is the one, probably the strongest reason to
deny the use of this software so as to go cashless!

The 4G-only
provider kicked off services in early September 2016 with a promotional offer providing customers with
free unlimited services until December 31, 2016.The promo was subsequently extended to March 31,
2017.The controversial offer led the cellco to become embroiled in a number of legal challenges with the
incumbents, but also forced its rivals to lower their own prices to keep their subscribers. As a result,
industry-wide monthly ARPUs fell by roughly a third. They dropped from around INR120 ($1.90)—a rate
that was stable at that point since mid-2014—to INR82.7 ($1.30) by March 2017.Unsurprisingly, the sharp
drop in ARPUs had a similarly negative effect on the sector’s revenues, and in March 2017 the Telecom
Regulatory Authority of India reported that turnover from the telecom industry (including the fixed
segment) had fallen by INR100 billion between June 2016 and March 2017.

The Ambani’s are the most promising youngsters in India’s business world. The 25-year old
daughter of Mukesh Ambani and Nita Ambani-Isha Ambani has already been serving as a Director on the
boards of Reliance Retail and Reliance Jio, the latter of which has succeeded in disrupting the telecom
sector of India. As Jio continues to be the star disruptor of a market which has for decades relied on low-
quality, low-speed services, it is clear that Ms. Ambani and her brother Akash’s contributions are
paramount now than ever. And the positive effects are already showing.
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THE EXIT OF OTHER AMBANIL...........

Anil Ambani-led Reliance Communications has decided to shut down its 2G mobile phone
operations as the business is no longer viable due to the price war unleashed by elder brother Mukesh
Ambani's Reliance Jio which is offering free voice calls and data. In a major setback for Anil Ambani,
Reliance Communications had been forced to called off the move for a merger with Aircel blaming "legal
and regulatory uncertainties, and various interventions by vested interests for having caused inordinate
delays in receipt of relevant approvals for the proposed transaction."

WHATAN'IDEA' SIRJI?

On 20 March 2017, Idea and Vodafone India announced that their respective boards had approved a
merger of the two companies. The merger will not include Vodafone's 42% stake in Indus Towers Ltd. The
merger will create the largest telecom company in India by subscribers and by revenue. Under the terms of
the deal, the Vodafone will hold a 45.1% stake in the combined entity, the Aditya Birla Group will hold 26%
and the remaining shares will be held by the public.

The Burning Desire

“Winning is great, sure, but if you are really going to do something in life, the secret is learning how to lose.
Nobody goes undefeated all the time. If you can pick up after a crushing defeat, and go on to win again, you
are going to be a champion someday." - Wilma Rudolph

Wilma Rudolph, a pioneering track and field champion, was the first American woman to win three gold
medals in track and field at a single Olympics and is a great example to us that we can overcome life’s adversity
with determination and sheer will power.

Wilma Glodean Rudolph was born prematurely on June 23, 1940, in St. Bethlehem, Tennessee, into
poverty. She suffered from several early childhood illnesses, including pneumonia and scarlet fever, and
contracted infantile paralysis at the age of four. Despite of recovering from polio later, she had lost potency in
her left leg and foot and because of being physically disabled, Wilma Rudolph was given metal braces to help
her in walking by the time she was 6. Though the braces were supposed to help her, she loathed them. To her,
those were chains that confined her at home and she longed to break through them, run around the yard and go to
school like any of the neighborhood kids. She got exasperated at life’s adversity and was determined that she
would fight these diseases no matter what. All she wanted was freedom. Who knew that this same agony that
drove her to rebel in a different way, would reveal her competitive streak and help her in accomplishing a
commendable success in future?

Wilma’s mother was told by the doctors that her daughter would never be able to walk again but she
chose notto believe it. And it was this same disbelief that allowed America to enthrone the first woman in history
to win 3 Olympic Gold medals in a row. Wilma’s mother refused to believe that her child would never walk
again and for two years both of them made weekly bus trips to Nashville for treatments to recover her weakened
leg. Every session was an excruciating one but Wilma persevered and believed in her mother when she said she
would walk again. It was with great determination and the help of physical therapy that Rudolph was able to
overcome the sapping effects of polio and learned to walk without a leg brace or orthopedic shoe for support by
the time she was twelve years old.

After completing several years of medical treatments to regain the use of her left leg, Rudolph began
playing basketball. Ed Temple, Tennessee State's track and field coach spotted Rudolph while she was playing
for her high school basketball team and he knew she was a natural athlete. She told him, "I want to be the fastest
woman on the track on this earth." Temple said, "With your spirit nobody can stop you." At the age of 13, she
entered her first track meet and came way, way last. And then she entered her second, and third and fourth and
came way, way last until a day came when she came in first. She rose up against all odds.

Wilma Rudolph was nicknamed "Skeeter" for her famous speed. She qualified for the 1956 Summer
Olympic Games in Melbourne, Australia. The youngest member of the U.S. track and field team at age 16, she
won a bronze medal in the 400-meter relay. She made it to the 1956 Rome Olympics to compete in 3 separate
events. Unfortunately, she suffered from a sprained ankle but she did not let it affect her performance and
shocked the world by winning in an amazing fashion, breaking the World record (even though it was disputed
later due to a claim of the strong tailwind) and the Olympic record in both the 100-metre & 200-metre races
respectively. The outstanding sprinter instantly was applauded around the world for her pioneering triumphs.
History was made; A PARALYTIC WOMAN HAD BECOME THE FASTEST WOMAN ON THIS EARTH
ATTHE 1960 OLYMPICS!

Ever wondered why people like Wilma Rudolph have the patience to stick it through? It boils down to
one thing: Burning desire. Yes! We will encounter downfalls; but we must not be crushed. We must follow our
dreams, we must have faith in our abilities, because there is nothing that belief and a burning desire cannot make
real.

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Robocon 2018

The Asia-Pacific Broadcasting Unit (ABU) Robocon is the biggest robotics competition in the Asia
Pacific region. This grand event, since 2005 has witnessed participation from almost every country across Asia,
India is no exception. Sponsored and promoted by National Broadcaster Doordarshan (DD National), the best
colleges and universities throughout India, face off in the national qualifiers so as to represent the country in the
International finals held in the host country. Each year the competition has different topics, but as a general
theme, one or more robots must be used to complete the tasks according to the given problem statement. The
participants are expected to design and fabricate their own robots that would be used to accomplish a specific
task.

In the year 2015, a bunch of enthusiasts formed Team Vector at K K Wagh, with an intent to do
something out of the ordinary. It was the first time Nashik was represented at the National Robotics Contest-
Robocon. Team Vector includes students from Computer, EnTc, Mechanical, Electrical and electronics
department. Every member of the team puts in their best and works hard for six months, day in and day out.

This year the final competition will be held at Ninh Binh — Vietnam. The contest theme is "NEM CON :
The Festival Wishing Happiness and Prosperity”. It is based on a Vietnamese folk game called “Shuttlecock
Throwing”. The shuttlecock is a ball like object made of soft material (natural fiber or synthetic fiber) and is
attached by Tail and Fringe. A manual robot is to be made which hands over the shuttle to another robot which is
completely autonomous, which in turn throws them so that they pass through three rings subsequently from
three different throwing zones. When the Golden Shuttlecock thrown through the Golden Ring (the third ring)
lands inside the Golden Cup, the match will finish. This victory is called “Rongbay” (“Flying Dragon™).

For the National Competition held at Pune from st to 3rd March, the team had kickstarted its work in
the month of July. The first step includes recruitment of new members which is done by the existing team
members. Once the theme is announced, the entire team brainstorms and discusses various ideas for the robot
design. From these ideas, prototypes are made and the best performing model is then selected for fabrication of
the final robots.

This year the team designed two robots, one of them being completely autonomous. The Mechanical
students of the team manufactured the robot completely in-house at our college workshop. It would not have
been possible of course without the help of the really co-operative workshop staff. The biggest cherry on the
cake was the electronics on the robots this year. The team designed the entire subsystem on one PCBs that the
robots wore like a shining armor. It was appreciated by other teams at Pune. Another humongous task was the
programming, especially that of the autonomous robot. The team ensured that there were no flaws in the entire
autonomous run at the arena. The students left no stone unturned with limited resources and finance. Even
though we had two perfectly working robots due to the speed constraints, we couldn't complete the task in the 3
minute time limit. Nevertheless, this being the third participation year, the team gave a tough fight to many of the
well-established teams and secured 51st rank among 107 total colleges.

Robocon has been an augmenting experience for all the team members who got to apply what they had
learnt in the classroom and acquire new skills as well. The competition itself has given us the platform to meet
with many other robotics enthusiasts across the nation and learn from them and an opportunity to learn about
competing with the right spirit. With the right methodology, support and spirit, we aspire to excel and win
eventually. It was a very proud moment for all the team members to represent the college and by extension, our
city. It will be our goal to achieve more at all levels next year and improve by building upon the experience and
insight we have gained this year.

As it is rightly said 'if it gets your blood racing it is the right thing to do', Robocon has been a beautiful
journey for all its team members and the best highlight of their engineering years.
